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John Large is a Chartered Engineer, a Consulting Engineer, a Fellow of the Institution of Mechanical Engineers, Graduate Member of the Institution of Civil Engineers, Member of the British Nuclear Engineering Society-Institution of Nuclear Engineers, and Fellow of the Royal Society of Arts.
 

From the mid-1960s through to the late 1980s, John Large was a full-time member of the Academic Staff at Brunel University and, transferring his academic interests, he founded Large & Associates in 1986 specialising in the nuclear field.

 

John Large has prepared and given evidence to the Court of Human Rights at Strasbourg, to a number of House of Commons Select Committees, quite frequently he provides expert evidence on aspects of system failure and technical issues in the UK Crown and Civil courts.  He has given evidence to overseas governments and agencies, including the governments of New Zealand, the Russian Federation, Finland, Bulgaria and to the US Nuclear Regulatory Commission on the risk of nuclear terrorism.   John Large was awarded a commemorative medal for his contribution to the Kursk salvage by the Russian authorities. 

 

John Large is a nationally and internationally recognised professional, consulting engineer who, not infrequently, contributes comment and opinion on nuclear and technical matters to national and international media.

Professor Stephen Thomas

Stephen Thomas is Professor of Energy Policy at the Business School of the University of Greenwich, London, where he has led the energy research since 2001. He has worked as an independent energy policy researcher for more than 30 years. From 1979-2000, he was a member of the Energy Policy Programme at SPRU, University of Sussex and in 2001, he spent 10 months as a visiting researcher in the Energy Planning Programme at the Federal University of Rio de Janeiro.

He has been a consultant for the International Atomic Energy Agency on nuclear power plant performance and on the nuclear programme of the Former Soviet Union. He was a member of the team appointed by the European Bank for Reconstruction and Development to assess the economics of the different options for replacing the Chernobyl reactors. He has been a consultant for the South African government on their programme to develop the Pebble Bed Modular Reactor and for the Brazilian government on their plans to build their third nuclear power plant

He has published extensively on economics and policy on nuclear power. In 2009, his publications on nuclear power include a book co-edited by him, International Perspectives on Energy Policy and the Role of Nuclear Power’; he co-authored a major report for the German environment ministry on the world status of nuclear power; he wrote reports for Greenpeace International on the strategies of Areva and EDF and for Greenpeace Italy on the strategy of ENEL.

Simon Hughes MP

Simon Hughes is Currently the Shadow Secretary of State for Energy and Climate Change and sit on the Liberal Democrat frontbench. As an MP since 1983 Simon Hughes is one of the longest serving frontbench MPs in parliament. 
He has served the Liberal Democrats across many of the major portfolio areas, and has been a member of the Accommodation and Works Committee of the House of Commons and a member of the Ecclesiastical Committee of Parliament. He has been the Member of Parliament for North Southwark and Bermondsey for many years. 
He is currently a member of the Select Committee on the Modernisation of the House of Commons, the Cross Party Group on Lords Reform, the Ecclesiastical Committee and is also a member of several All Party Parliamentary Groups. 
Michael Meacher MP

Michael Meacher MP has been the Labour Member of Parliament for Oldham West and Royton since 1997.

He was first elected to Parliament in 1970 for Oldham West, reversing his previous defeat, and served as a junior minister under Harold Wilson and James Callaghan (Under-Secretary for Industry, 1974-75, Under-Secretary for Health and Social Security, 1975-79). During opposition he was in the Shadow Cabinet for fourteen years and concurrently lectured at the LSE. 
He was Minister of State for the Environment, first at the Department of the Environment, Transport and the Regions (1997-2001), then at the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs (2001-2003).
